Å Probably in the Muscat area, over half the 
population is expats. 

ÅOmanis speak Arabic, but many of the expats 
use English as a common language.  

 



Location/Climate of Muscat: 

ÅBy the Gulf of Oman, not too far from Iran (by 
sea) and the United Arab Emirates (by land). 

ÅThe climate is hot. Winters are mild (high 70s, 
low 80s); summers HOT (104, up to 118). 

ÅThe weather is rather humid because of the 
location near the sea, but there is not much 
rain.
