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Purpose/Connection to the Curriculum: Since teaching world history can be
overwhelming, linking eras and the past to the present through primary and secondary
source documents will help teachers explore and draw conclusions about the global
impact of events in the Balkans.

Overview: In this lesson students will explore primary and secondary sources on the
historic Balkan region from pre-World War | to the present by studying the region
culturally, geographically, and historically. Students will identify positive and negative
connotations due to political disputes and wars and address how to place present-day
Bosnia in historical context.

Grade Level: 10" grade World History

Time Required: 1 — 2 days, dependent on grading with students using College Board
rubric
