Grade Level 6 - 12, with adaptations 

Lesson Duration 1-2 class periods 

Objective For all students to learn to transliterate and write their name in Arabic

Procedure 1. Use the TSCTSC steps in the Madar Al-Huruf instruction book, or in 
the app. 

2. Encourage partner groups to work together especially in the 
“sound out” and “clip” steps.  

3. Display or use student’s transliterated names in creative ways in 
the classroom (see adaptations section) 

Adaptations ● Art & Math connection:  Using construction paper or other 
available resources, have students write their name in Arabic.  
Have students decorate the rest of the paper with tessellation 
patterns.  Many patterns can be found online 

● Geography connection:  Assign each student one Arabic speaking 
country.  Students try and transliterate the country using the steps

above.  Students create and label a class map with the country 
names in Arabic.  Compare with the attached map.
